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Riverside Health Care in conjunction with the Northwestern Public Health Unit has declared a
COVID-19 Outbreak at La Verendrye General Hospital.

To further enhance our team’s ongoing efforts to prevent the spread of COVID-19, additional
precautions are being taken including, but not limited to:

e General visitors will be restricted for First Floor inpatients with the exceptions of:
o Obstetrical and pediatric patients can have (1) support person,
o Critically ill can have one (1) support person,
o Palliative patients can have up to four (4) visitors, two (2) at a time, and
o One (1) essential caregiver.

e Cohorting of staff

e NO95 masks will be required by both staff and visitors in designated areas,
